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Q & A with Jay Prock
Director, Dirty Work on the Trail

1.What sort of things do you do to prepare your cast for a show
that will have active audience participation?

Preparing a cast for audience participation is challenging. We
are taught with almost every show we do not to break the 4th
wall, the audience does not exist and live in the moment on
stage. With this production, we have had to talk to the
audience as we block and include the audience as another cast
member. We've put our stage manager and other friends out in
the audience as participants so we can rehearse what it will be
like once we open with people in the seats.

2. How do you direct a broad melodrama so that everyone in your
large cast will be doing the same acting style?

In directing this melodrama, I researched many of the tradi-
tional poses, voice types, and acting styles done historically
in a production like this one. With that, I've shown the actors
what I found and they've taken the information and made it a
part of the character they are playing. It's been challenging
but honestly we've all had a blast discovering this form of
theatre.

3. What is the most fun part for you and the cast in working on
a show like this?

This entire process has been a boatload of fun! In staging
this melodrama we've been able to create moments and humor not
traditional in standard productions. The second act Olio has
been a blast to create as there is no script. It's a sort if
old fashioned variety show with a 2013 twist. The entire show
is like getting on a train going slowly and very quickly it
speeds up to high velocity while finally almost jumping the
track before safety bringing you to your destination. It's
truly been a wonderful experience for myself and my cast.
