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Q & A with  Richard Lemin 
Director, ‘A Christmas Carol’ 

1. What made you want to adapt this particular play?  

In the early 80s, I was part of the resident company at the Oklahoma Theater 

Center, and adapted four scripts for the stage:”Sleeping Beauty,” “The Sword in 

the Stone,” “Beauty and the Beast” and “A Christmas Carol.” I had seen many ad-

aptations of the story that had added unnecessary scenes and characters or left 

out important points, and I wanted to write one that was faithful to the novel. 
 

2. How long did it take to get the final script? 

I had been given a facsimile copy of the original manuscript in 1978 when I had 

done a different production in Norman. I had worked on it on and off for several 

years before we staged it in 1981. I’ve continued to re-work the script each 

time it has been produced since, going back to the novel to change a passage 

here and there. But more than 99% of the dialogue and narration comes straight 

from Mr. Dickens’ book. 
 

3. Is Christmas your favorite holiday? 

My wife and I were married on Valentine’s Day in 1986, so it’s my favorite now. 
 

4. How would you describe Ebenezer Scrooge? 

Mr. Scrooge’s most unusual feature - usually not portrayed onstage - is his 

rather wicked sense of humor. He “enjoys” his arguments with his nephew, with 

solicitors, with Bob Cratchit, and even with Jacob Marley and the other Spirits. 

However, he does have good reason not to celebrate. He associates many of his 

life’s lowest moments - his estrangement from his father, the loss of his fian-

cée, and the death of his business partner and only friend - which all happened 

on Christmas. 
 

5. What has been your favorite Christmas gift so far? 

When you’ve celebrated more that 60 Christmases as I have, it’s difficult to 

choose one. 
 

6. What is your favorite Christmas memory as a child? 

In 1957, when I was six years old and living in France, Redbook Magazine pub-

lished a story called “How the Grinch Stole Christmas” by Dr. Seuss. My mom 

clipped it out and read it to my brother and me every Christmas until we gradu-

ated form high school. It is a tradition I continued with my boys. Favorite 

line: “Maybe Christmas, perhaps, doesn’t come from a store. Maybe Christmas, 

perhaps, means a little bit more.” 
 

7. Why is “A Christmas Carol” such a classic? 

It’s a story that it is very spiritual without being “religious”. It’s a story 

of a man who, despite what is usually portrayed, isn’t “scared” into changing 

his ways, but instead finds his redemption through his family and friends. 
 

8. Which of the four ghosts would you like to play, and why? 

I’ve already played two: The Spirit of Christmas Present in 1973 and Jacob Mar-

ley in 1985.  Christmas Present was my first paid acting role, with the Arizona 

Civic Theatre. It was a fun, larger-than-life role. Jacob was also a great role: 

I rose out of the stage floor in swirling fog. The Spirit of Christmas Yet-to-

Come would be my next choice, even without dialogue. It would take a major 

stretch of the audience’s imagination for me to play the Spirit of Christmas 

Past. But my ultimate goal is to do a one-man show of “A Christmas Carol,” and 

play all the parts!
